Assignment #2:  Creating a Database and Generating a Report

Using Microsoft Access, design and populate a table describing a family tree.  Then generate two reports:  One showing all of the table entries and another report showing only those entries that have the same last name.  

The following must be included in this project: 

1. The table must have at least four attributes: “First Name”, “Last Name”, “Relationship”, and “Age”.  The first three fields need to be specified as text fields and “Age” must be specified as an Integer (no decimals).  A primary key is required (either assigned to one of these fields or generated in a separate fifth field).  

2.  Populate the aforementioned table with family members.  The entries can be real or fictitious.  The table must contain at least 10 entries.  At least two of these entries must share the same last name.  


3.  Generate a report (tabular, without groups, and in “Corporate” style) of all the table entries using the Report Wizard.  Make sure to sort this table by age.

4.  Generate a second report of all table entries with the same “Last Name”.  

5.  EXTRA CREDIT:  Generate a report that contains one line:  the average age of all family members.  This will NOT be demonstrated in discussion sections.  Students are encouraged to research and explore Microsoft Access in order to accomplish this.  

NOTE:  More specific instructions and grading criteria will be covered in discussion.  Make sure to attend.  When in doubt, don’t hesitate to e-mail me or visit my office.
